Holly’s virginity makes her a lucrative prize, and when she is sold to a child trafficker, Patrick embarks on a frantic search through both the beautiful and sordid faces of the country, in an attempt to bring her to safety.

Holly forms part of the ‘K-11’ Project and The Red Light Children Campaign, a worldwide grassroots initiative dedicated to raising awareness of the epidemic child trafficking and sex slavery trade though several film projects and inspiring immediate action against child sexplotation.

PRODUCER’S NOTE
Guy: In 2002, while travelling on a sabbatical, I encountered a group of 5 to 7 year old girls in Phnom Penh, Cambodia, whom aggressively tried to solicit me for prostitution. One of the girls, about 6 years old, said "I yum yum very good, I no money today, Mama San boxing me (the madam of the brothel will beat me up)" I gave them some money and walked away, but decided to do something about it. 

As I started to research this subject I was horrified to realize that around 2 million children (some younger then a year old) are kidnapped and sold to prostitution and sexually abused world wide each year. I heard about underage prostitution before but I never realized the proportions of the problem.  I vowed to do everything in my power to raise global awareness and action to this crucial social problem.  

The product of this decision was to create a combination of a three - film project and an international grassroots movement to decrease child prostitution, sexual exploitation and child trafficking. I have spent most of the last 6 years trying to make it happen.

Holly is the spearhead of the whole campaign and I can only hope that it will put this issue on everybody agenda. 

Adi: When I met Guy in 2004 I was an Israeli actress on vacation in NY. Our meeting, and the decision to produce this project changed my life. 

Producing this project has been an uphill battle, and sometimes seemed more like a war. When we arrived in Cambodia, the interpol cautioned us about threats to our lives. We were a group of international filmmakers that had decided to expose an explosive subject matter in a corrupt country. Everything that could go wrong, did - the Cambodian, Vietnamese and Chinese mafia were after us, our equipment was held up in the borders and we were extorted to get it back, we had over forty bodyguards with AK-47s guarding us and the set, we had to hide our film, we got stuck in remote rivers, and finally, after the production team had left, I (Adi) was denied exit of the country, and basically held hostage for two weeks. 

The film, Holly, was shot on real locations that the story takes place. Holly's village in the beginning of the film was an active pedophile haven up to a couple of months prior to the shoot. The brothel rooms are the real brothel rooms and the cafe was used to hosting very different types of clients. It was important for us to be in the real places and it gives this certain energy that is communicated in the film. It was quite a unique set to be in. 

Holly is such a powerful and unique film. We are proud of it. It was an incredible privilege to work with such a talented group of filmmakers and cast. It is an incredible privilege to create something you feel may make a change. The film (as part of this project) has already led to some change in Cambodia as well other places around the world. Brothels have been closed, children were saved, and traffickers, pimps and clients are in jail.

We encourage the audience to log on to www.RedLightChildren.org and pressure decision makers, governments and global organizations to focus on reducing the demand for child prostitution, through legislature, sanctions and better enforcement of new and existing laws and allocation of appropriate resources to mirror the size of the problem.

ABOUT THE PRODUCTION

The film was shot entirely on location in Cambodia, and with very few exceptions shot in REAL places, most notably in the village of Svay Pak (Phnom Penh red light district).

The infamous Svay Pak, otherwise known as K11 (for being 11 kilometers from Phnom Penh), was for years the premiere destination of child molesters and sex tourists coming to Cambodia.  Both foreigners and locals would come by the thousands to prey on children, some as young as five years old, for a price as low as 5 US dollars. 

This village was fully operative up until 4 MONTHS prior to the commencement of principal photography, when it was finally closed down due to international pressure (the girls themselves were simply trafficked to a different area...).  Both the cast and crew worked under heavy guard to capture the harrowing images of this infamous meat market (still owned by the Vietnamese Mafia). The shooting style is at once choreographed and Documentary like, both in stock choice and its hand held camera approach, attempting to simultaneously convey both immediacy and poetic commentary.

Many of the cast members are non-actor locals.  The real languages were kept for authenticity; the film speaks in Vietnamese, Khmer, and English.

The international cast represents yet another true picture of foreign involvement in Cambodia, where those of good and bad intent arrive from all over the world.

Guy Jacobson (Story By/Writer/Producer)

Mr. Jacobson is a successful New York attorney and investment banker and the founder of Priority Films. Over the past 20 years he has produced television programs, written and published books and numerous newspaper and magazine articles. Holly is his seventh screenplay. Three of Mr. Jacobson's screenplays were co-written with two-time Academy Award Nominee, Julian Chagrin.

Adi Ezroni (Producer)

Ms. Ezroni is VP of Creative and Business Development at Priority Films. She has been producing television and film in the US and abroad for the past 10 years. Among her projects are ‘Session’  directed by 5 time Israeli Academy Award Nominated Director, Haim Bouzaglo, ‘Holly’ (Ron Livingston, Virginie Ledoyen, Udo Kier and Chris Penn), the feature length documentary ‘The Virgin Harvest’ by award winning director Charles Kiselyak, and ‘The K11 Journey’ (to be released in 2007). ‘Rachel’ written by Academy Award nominated screenwriter, Anna Thoma (Frida) is in development. She holds a B.A in Pstchology and Political Science from Tel Aviv Universty and  is also an award winning actress. 

Guy Moshe (Writer/Director)

Mr. Moshe is an up and coming writer-director who has established himself as a fresh new face in Hollywood. He has written for Bergman Lustig Productions, Millennium Films and others. His short films were featured at several international film festivals. Holly marks his feature directorial debut. He is currently working on an samurai action film titled “Bunraku”.

CAST BIOGRAPHIES

RON LIVINGSTON – Patrick

Livingston graduated from Marion High School, then attended Yale University with Paul Giamatti and Edward Norton. It was at Yale University that he earned his B.A. degree in Theatre Studies and English Literature. He began his acting career while still an undergraduate, getting his stage credits with the Williamson Theatre Festival and Manhattan Class Company. In 1989, after graduating from Yale, Livingston moved to Chicago, where he acted in a number of stage productions, including shows at the Goodman Theatre and other venues. His film debut was in Dolly Parton's Straight Talk (1992). He accelerated his film career by moving to Los Angeles in 1993, gaining attention as one of the buddies in the popular hit Swingers (1996). His acting credits include the cult hit Office Space (1999), in which he starred opposite Jennifer Aniston, the mini-series "Band of Brothers" (2001), where he co-starred with Damian Lewis, eight episodes of "Sex and the City" (1998) (2002-2003), where he starred opposite Sarah Jessica Parker, and the Oscar-winning Adaptation. (2002), among his other works. He was nominated for a Golden Globe in 2002 for his performance in "Band of Brothers" (2001). He also appears as Sebastian Charles in the episode "TB or not TB" (2005) of NBC's popular series "House M.D." (2004).

VIRGINIE LEDOYEN – Marie

Virginie Ledoyen was born Virginie Fernandez on 15 September 1976 in Aubervilliers, near Paris. At the age of 2, she was already shooting advertisements for television. At 9, she started going to the École des Enfants du Spectacle, and made her film debut at 10 in Exploits d'un jeune Don Juan, Les (1987). She was then nominated for the César (the French equivalent of an Oscar) for most promising actress in 1993, 1994 and 1995. Her international breakthrough was in 1999, when she became ambassador for the cosmetics L'Oréal; this led to her casting in The Beach (2000/I), with Leonardo DiCaprio.

UDO KIER – Klaus

Udo Kier was born October 14, 1944 in Cologne, Germany, during World War II. His first "hit" film was Hexen bis aufs Blut gequält (1970) (Mark of the Devil). 
Kier met director Paul Morrissey on an airplane trip. Morrissey offered him the lead role in the 3-D Flesh for Frankenstein (1973). It was this film, along with its sister film Blood for Dracula (1974) , that made Udo a cult figure. In the 1990s he had a lot more visibility in America and his breakthrough role was as Hans in My Own Private Idaho (1991). Udo was cast as Pamela Anderson's sidekick in Barb Wire (1996) and played Ron Camp in Ace Ventura: Pet Detective (1994). In the 1990s some of the films he was in included "Riget" (1994) (mini), For Love or Money (1993), Breaking the Waves (1996), The Adventures of Pinocchio (1996), Blade (1998) and Armageddon (1998). Over his 30-year career Udo has worked with several brilliant directors: Paul Morrissey, Charles Matton, Dario Argento, Gus Van Sant and Walerian Borowczyk. He continues to work often with Lars von Trier. Kier's acting career ranges from art house films (Europa (1991)) to gore fests (Deutsche Kettensägen Massaker, Das (1991) (German Chainsaw Massacre)) to television commercials. He says he loves horror films and wants to do more of them. Currently Udo lives in California and spends much of his time working in Europe, where he receives larger roles and more recognition.

CHRIS PENN – Freddie

Chris Penn made his acting debut at the age of sixteen in Francis Ford Coppola's classic 1983 film Rumblefish. Since then his successful acting career has included roles in over fifty films, a network television series and numerous guest-starring roles for television. In the 1980s, Chris co-starred with actor-director Clint Eastwood in the western, Pale Rider. He also starred opposite Tom Cruise in the high school football film All the Right Moves. Chris starred alongside brother Sean Penn as well as his mother Eileen Ryan in the film At Close Range. His film career catapulted in the 1990s when he starred in Quentin Tarantino's cult classics Reservoir Dogs and True Romance. His starring role in Abel Ferrara's The Funeral earned him the award for Best Actor at the 1996 Venice Film Festival. Chris made appearances in several more films including Robert Altman's Short Cuts in 1993, Lee Tamahori's Mulholland Falls in 1996, and Brett Ratner's Rush Hour in 1998. Holly was the last film for Penn. The actor passed away in his Santa Monica condominium on January 24, 2006 at the age of 40.

THUY NGUYEN – Holly

Thuy Ngoyen was born in Vietnam and moved to the Los Angeles area in 2003 where she was discovered at an open call for "Holly". She has previously appeared in Ham Tran's "Journey from the Fall" and is currently shooting a feature film in Vietnam.
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Priority Films’  K11 Project & The Redlight Children Campaign


The K11 Project and the Redlight Children Campaign is the latest phase of a journey that began in 2002 with New York Lawyer Guy Jacobson. While travelling in Phnom Penh, Jacobson encountered a barrage of young girls, some just 5-years old, aggressively soliciting prostitution. The horror was not lost on him. Shortly thereafter, he began gathering together a passionate group of advocates determined to protect young children in danger of becoming part of the global sex trade.


The K11 Project is the product of that decision - a three-film project (a narrative, and two documentaries) that expose the real stories of children abducted into the horrifying world of child trafficking and child prostitution. 

Altogether it is the most comprehensive film project ever made about this issue. 

The K11 Project team includes award-winning filmmakers, high profile activists and international stars and works closely with many international human rights organizations varying from UNODC, UNICEF, Amnesty to Vital Voices, AFESIP, and numerous smaller grassroots NGOs.

Our mission is to leave a lasting impression on audiences, to create such a powerful, vivid and compelling viewing experience that people are moved to action. 'Holly' embraces drama and emotion, 'The Virgin Harvest' grapples with hard truths and the 'The K11 Journey' showcases a determined team of international artists struggling to better these children's lives.

In addition, we have created the Redlight Children Campaign - a worldwide grassroots human rights initiative promoting awareness and practical action for reducing the number of children who are sexually exploited each year. The campaign combines Priority Films’ The K11 Project and an easy-to-use website at www.RedLightchildren.org, focusing on decreasing the demand for any form of child sexploitation by promoting more efficient legislation and better enforcement of such legislation. The Redlight Children Campaign has been gaining steady momentum with the cooperation of leading media icons, major international NGOs and numerous smaller organizations around the world.


Child sexploitation has garnered heightened media attention including in specials on the Oprah Winfrey Show and NBC’s Dateline, the Lifetime mini-series “Human Trafficking,” New York Times special reports and many others. In his address to the United Nations, President Bush included this topic as a priority for US international relations. Media icons such as Oprah Winfrey, Angelina Jolie, Paula Abdul, Ashley Judd, Ricky Martin, and Julia Ormond have called attention and personally committed themselves to the issue of child prostitution around the world.
